All dresses, regardless of the style must be pre-approved by Administration.  
 
 

1. Submit full length pictures (front and back) of you wearing your attire to CCCS administration for 
approval prior to purchase.  

2. Pictures must be received at least 72 hours prior to event. 
3. CCCS is not liable for items purchased without receiving approval. 
4. Be sure to submit your dress for approval with ample time for alterations.
